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Dr. Swaran Singh is professor for diplomacy & disarmament at Centre for International
Politics, Organization and Disarmament (CIPOD), School of International Studies,
Jawaharlal Nehru University (New Delhi). At JNU, apart from teaching various courses on
issues of national security, arms control, disarmament, peace, conflict resolution, war etc.,
He has supervised over 45 PhDs and 54 MPhil degrees already awarded; six PhDs
currently work-in-progress. Also he has been three times Chairman of his Centre (CIPOD)
and was JNU’s Chief Vigilance Officer during 2012-2015.

Prof Singh has published 18 books, 9 monographs, 75+ chapters in books, 90+ research
articles, 150+ articles in periodicals, 300+ articles in newspapers & websites, and delivered
500+ talks/papers at various events/conferences in India & abroad. He regularly lectures
on themes of China, India, Indo-Pacific and Asian geopolitics, multilateralism etc. at
National Defence College, Defence Services Staff College, Foreign Service Institute, Indian
Institute for Public Administration and other institutions of repute and appears regularly
on radio & television debates. He also been a contributor to news portals and newspapers
like Asia Times, China Daily, The Hindu, Hindustan Times, New Indian Express etc. and
is often cited in news media analysis/reports.

Prof Singh has been formerly visiting professor/scholar at institutions of global repute like
University of British Columbia (Vancouver, Canada), Australian National University
(Canberra), Sciences Po (Bordeaux, France), Uppsala University and Stockholm
Internatioal Peace Research Institute (Sweden), University of Peace (Costa Rica),
University of Philippines (Manila), University of Hiroshima, University of Kyoto,
University of Chuo (in Japan), Asia Center of University of Hong Kong, Shanghai Institute
of Internatioanl Studies, Beijing University, Fudan University, Xiamen University, Jilin
University, and Yunnan University of Economic & Finance (in China). He was staffer at
India’s leading think tank, Institute for Defence Studies and Analysis during 1992-2001.

Prof Singh is president of Association of Asia Scholars (asiascholars.in), Fellow, Canada
Global Affairs Institute (cgai.ca/swaran_singh), Non-Resident Fellow, Centre for China
and Globalisation (Beijing), Member, Governing Body of Society of Indian Ocean Studies
(New Delhi). He is on editorial boards of journals like Millennium Asia, Asian Policy &
Politics, Journal of Indian Ocean Region, Journal of Indian Ocean Studies, Suraksha
Chintan etc. Prof Singh has published in journals like Columbia Journal of International
Affairs, Journal of Indian Ocean Region, South African Journal of International Affairs,
Issues & Studies, African Security Review, BISS Journal, USI Journal, South Asian
Survey, Strategic Analysis etc.

Prof Singh’s recent books include India and ASEAN in the Indo-Pacific Region (Springer
Nature, 2024), Politics of Climate Change (Palgrave 2023), China and the Indo-Pacific
(Palgrave 2023), Studies of China and Chineseness since the Cultural Revolution (World
Scientific 2022), Multilateralism in the Indo-Pacific (Routledge 2022), Revisiting Gandhi
(World Scientific 2021), Colonial Legacies and Contemporary Studies of China and
Chineseness (World Scientific 2020), Corridors of Engagement (Knowledge World 2019)
and so on.
